Due to the low attendance amongst a small subset of the school community, we have received one 
‘amber’ judgement marker of ‘Needs Attention’. We will therefore be working to address 
attendance over the coming year and would appreciate the support of our families to do so. We will 
be given an opportunity to revisit this judgment in the next 12 months. 
 
New Year 11 Tutor Groups 
 
We are making some changes to Year 11 tutor groups after the summer holidays. When your child 
returns, they will have a tutor who can give extra teaching in a subject identified through the 
outcomes of Year 10 mocks. For example, extra English or maths. For this to be fully effective we 
are asking Year 11s to be in their subject tutor room by 8:25am on Tuesday to Thursday. On a 
Friday they will be with their original tutor.  
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Other Tutor Groups 
There will be some changes to tutors in other years as well to balance the subject teachers in each 
year group. If your child’s tutor is changing, they will have already been informed.  
 
Attendance 
 
We will be having a big push on attendance next term. Students will be expected to keep a track of 
their weekly and termly attendance in their School Organiser Booklet that they will be carrying 
around with them. There will be rewards and incentives for students making efforts to improve on 
previous track records with attendance as well as those who with exceptional attendance.
